SUBJECT: EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  Consideration of a Coastal Development 

Permit to allow for the replacement of eight restrooms and install upgrades 
to existing parking lots to provide accessible parking, paths, and picnic 
tables at eight State Parks locations.  This project is appealable to the 
California Coastal Commission.

PROPOSAL 
 
The State of California Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) is proposing to 
replace restrooms and install upgrades to existing parking lots to provide Americans 
with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant parking, accessibility paths, and picnic tables at 
eight State Parks locations. 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
That the Planning Commission approve the Coastal Development Permit, County File 
Number PLN2023-00271, by adopting the required findings and conditions of approval 
listed in Attachment A. 
 
SUMMARY 
 
The proposed project involves eight existing coastal parks in unincorporated San Mateo 
County:  Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park, Cowell Ranch State Beach, San 
Gregorio State Beach, Pomponio State Beach, Pescadero State Beach North, 
Pescadero State Beach Central, Bean Hollow State Beach, and Ano Nuevo at Gazos 
State Beach.  Except for Burleigh H Murray Ranch State Park all of the project sites are 
located to the west of Cabrillo Highway (Highway 1).  The adjacent parcels are largely 
bordered by other State Park lands but at least one is located adjacent to agricultural 
lands.  The Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park parking lot is located approximately 
2.4 miles to the east of Cabrillo Highway.  The parking lot is located amongst other 
State-owned parcels that make up the park, a mix of low-density residential, and 
agricultural uses.  All of the parks are developed with differing amenities but generally 
support parking lots, picnic areas, toilet facilities, and trails. 
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Staff has completed a review of the project and submitted documents and reports in 
order to determine the project’s conformity to applicable policies.  The project was found 
to be consistent with the County’s General Plan, Local Coastal Program, and Zoning 
Regulations.  There were no identified impacts to special status species, 
historical/archaeological resources, water quality, or visual resources.  For the purposes 
of compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the California 
Department of Parks and Recreation has assumed the role of lead agency.  As such, 
the State filed a notice of exemption citing that the project consists of minor alterations 
which result in a negligible expansion of use beyond current levels; that the proposed 
project will have substantially the same purpose and capacity as the existing 
development; that the project does not involve the removal of healthy, mature, or scenic 
trees; and that the construction or placement of minor structures accessory to existing 
facilities listed as “Construction or installation of additional public use facilities” in the 
Department of Parks and Recreation’s list of exempt activities, and is in accordance 
with CCR Section 15300.4.

6328.4 of the County Zoning Regulations, to allow for the replacement of 
eight restrooms and installation of upgrades to existing parking lots to 
provide accessible parking, paths, and picnic tables at eight State Park 
locations.  This project is appealable to the California Coastal 
Commission. 

 
 County File Number:  PLN2023-00271 (State Parks) 
 
 
PROPOSAL 
 
The California Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR or State Parks) is proposing 
to replace restrooms and install upgrades to existing parking lots to provide Americans 
with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant parking, accessibility paths, and picnic tables at 
eight State Parks locations.  The proposed activities for each site are detailed below: 
 
Bean Hollow State Beach 
 
Remove the existing vault and chemical toilets and install double ADA accessible vault 
toilet (one building with two restrooms), replace the existing ramp leading to the toilet 
with an ADA compliant ramp, add a new ADA compliant paved van parking space, 
improve existing picnic area for accessibility, install a crosswalk between improved 
ramp and picnic area/van parking, and add new signage. 
 
Burleigh Murray State Park 
 
Install a single vault accessible toilet, one (1) 72 sq. ft. paved van accessible space 
(including striping and wheel stops), aggregate walkway, signage, and onsite drainage 
measures, all of which are to be located within the boundaries of the existing unpaved 
parking lot.  The project also includes installation of compacted aggregate transition 
from the existing parking lot to Higgins Canyon Road.

Cowell Ranch State Beach 
 
Remove the existing chemical restroom and replace with a single vault accessible 
restroom on a new concrete slab.  The new toilet is proposed to be located immediately 
adjacent to the existing toilet to be removed.  The project also includes installation of a 
new accessible ramp from the existing paved accessible parking spaces to new toilet 
location, concrete curbing, a compacted aggregate transition to the existing road, 
drainage measures, and installation of two (2) ADA signs on posts. 
 
Gazos Creek at Año Nuevo State Beach 
 
Remove existing chemical toilets and replace with double vault accessible toilet, 
construct a 20 sq. ft. new concrete ramp from toilets to parking lot, new ADA compliant 
concrete walkway, new signage, and remove four parking spaces and replace with one 
van accessible concrete parking space and one standard concrete parking space. 
 
Pescadero State Beach- North 
 
Remove existing single vault toilet and replace with double vault accessible toilet in 
same location.  Reconfigure five (5) parking spaces to accommodate for the double 
vault toilet, installation of concrete curbing, accessible concrete parking, concrete 
walkways, a concrete ramp and asphalt to patch areas of the parking lot that were 
disturbed, two (2) ADA signs on posts, stripe parking stalls, and install wheel stops. 
 
Pescadero State Beach- Central 
 
Remove existing single vault toilet and replace with a double vault accessible toilet in 
same location.  Enlarge improved area by creating a concrete ADA parking stall, striping 
and wheel stops, and walkway immediately adjacent to the existing toilet.  
Improvements at this site also include installation of asphalt to patch the parking lot as 
needed, two (2) ADA signs on posts, and one (1) set of trash and recycling containers. 
 
Pomponio State Beach 
 
Construct a concrete parking slab, a concrete walkway and patch the parking lot where 
needed.  Excavate for a drainage swale.  Install a wooden display case, seven (7) ADA 
concrete picnic tables, one (1) barbecue, three (3) trash and recycle containers and 
relocate the existing self-pay parking station.  Install a 12-foot wide by 4-foot-tall metal 
pipe vehicle gate.  Install four (4) ADA signs, stripe parking stalls and install wheel 
stops. 
 
San Gregorio State Beach 
 
Install concrete curbing, a two-car ADA concrete parking stall, a concrete  
walk, concrete access road and road transition and asphalt to patch existing disturbed 
areas.  Excavate a 1-foot by 1-foot by 12-foot-long trench to install a new drain.  Install 
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3,375 sq. ft. of asphalt and 800 sq. ft. of rock slope protection.  Install a picnic shade 
structure, two (2) concrete picnic tables, wood mulch and a vehicle gate.  Install four (4) 
ADA signs on posts, stripe parking stalls and install wheel stops. 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
That the Planning Commission approve the Coastal Development Permit, County File 
Number PLN2023-00271, by adopting the required findings and conditions of approval 
listed in Attachment A.

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Existing Zoning:  All of the subject parcels have the same zoning designation of 
PAD/CD (Planned Agricultural District/Coastal Development District) 
 
Sphere-of-Influence:  None of the parcels are within the sphere-of-influence of any 
incorporated city. 
 
Williamson Act:  None of the subject parcels are Williamson Act contracted parcels. 
 
Existing Land Use:  All of the subject parcels are developed as State beach or park 
facilities. 
 
Water Supply:  There is no municipal water service or well that services any of the 
parks.  The proposed toilets are non-flush toilets and do not include hand washing 
stations.  No potable water is required in order to complete or service the 
improvements. 
 
Sewage Disposal:  There is no municipal sewer service available to the parks as they 
are all located outside of the Urban/Rural Boundary.  In order to minimize the potential 
for environmental impacts all of the proposed toilets will utilize a vault design. 
 
Flood Zone:  Various.  All of the sites with the exception of Pomponio State Beach have 
a FEMA flood designation of Zone X, areas determined to be outside the 0.2 % annual 
chance floodplain.  The lower portion of the Pomponio State Beach parking lot has a 
FEMA flood designation of VE, coastal areas with a 1 % or greater chance of flooding 
and an additional hazard associated with storm waves while the upper portion of the 
property has a FEMA Flood designation of AE - Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) 
where base flood elevations have been established. 
 
Environmental Evaluation:  The California Department of Parks and Recreation, as lead 
agency, has determined this project to be categorically exempt from the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) under CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301 (Class 1), 
15302 (Class 2), 15303 (Class 3), and 15304 (Class 4) and has prepared and posted a 
Notice of Exemption. 
 
Setting:  The proposed project involves eight existing coastal parks in unincorporated 
San Mateo County: Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park, Cowell Ranch State Beach, 
San Gregorio State Beach, Pomponio State Beach, Pescadero State Beach North, 
Pescadero State Beach Central, Bean Hollow State Beach, and Año Nuevo at Gazos 
State Beach.  Except for Burleigh H Murray Ranch State Park all of the project sites are 
located to the west of Cabrillo Highway (Highway 1).  The adjacent parcels are largely 
bordered by other State Park lands with the exception of Cowell Ranch State Beach 
which is located adjacent to agricultural lands.  Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park 
parking lot is located approximately 2.4 miles to the east of Cabrillo Highway.  The 
parking lot is located among other State-owned parcels that make up the park, a mix of 
low-density residential, and agricultural uses.  All of the parks are developed with 
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differing amenities but generally support parking lots, picnic areas, toilet facilities, and 
trails. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
A. KEY ISSUES 
 
 1. Conformance with the General Plan 
 
  Staff has reviewed the project and found it to be in compliance with the 

policies of the General Plan.  The relevant policies are discussed below: 
 

 a. Vegetative, Water, Fish and Wildlife Resources 
 
   Policy 1.28 (Regulate Development to Protect Sensitive Habitats) 

regulates land uses and development activities within and adjacent to 
sensitive habitats in order to protect critical vegetative, water, fish and 
wildlife resources; protect rare, endangered and unique plants and 
animals from reduction in their range or degradation of their 
environment; and protect and maintain the biological productivity of 
important plant and animal habitats. 

 
   The proposed project scope is largely confined to preexisting facilities 

with some minor expansion into adjacent areas at Pescadero State 
Beach Central and Bean Hollow State Beach.  As part of the permit 
application a Biological Impact Report was completed for the project 
by Devin Jokerst, Senior Environmental Scientist.  The report notes 
that while there is known high quality habitat which supports special-
status species in the vicinity of the project sites, the sites themselves 
do not contain high-quality suitable habitat.  This is the case because 
project areas are predominately paved, routinely maintained, and 
frequently visited (i.e., disturbed by park visitors).  However, the 
Biological Impact Report does provide avoidance and minimization 
measures which will be implemented for the project, ensuring direct 
and indirect impacts to special-status species and sensitive natural 
communities are prevented. 

 
  b. Soil Resources 
 
   Policy 2.17 (Regulate Development to Minimize Soil Erosion and 

Sedimentation) aims to minimize soil erosion and sedimentation by 
minimizing the removal of vegetative cover, ensuring stabilization of 
disturbed areas, protecting and enhancing natural plant communities 
and nesting and feeding areas of fish and wildlife. 
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   The majority of site improvements are limited to previously disturbed 
areas or to areas immediately adjacent to improved areas.  The 
creation of compliant ADA spaces does involve minor grading to 
incorporate materials and provide appropriate finished grades.  While 
the majority of sites involve less than 250 c.y. of grading activity, San 
Gregorio State Park involves the most grading at 490 c.y.  However, 
the work is limited to the existing parking lot, picnic area, and 
pathways that lead to beach access and toilet to be replaced. 

 
   Utilizing these locations results in minimal vegetation removal and 

disturbance to previously undisturbed areas.  However, areas 
disturbed by construction will be replanted with a more diverse mixture 
of native species.  Measures such as swales will be utilized to direct 
runoff to avoid potential impacts associated with uncontrolled runoff. 

 
  c. Visual Quality Policies 
 
   Policy 4.17 (Protections for Coastal Features) regulates coastal 

development to protect and enhance natural landscape features and 
visual quality through measures that ensure the basic integrity of sand 
dunes, cliffs, bluffs and wetlands. 

 
   All of the project sites, with the exception of Burliegh Murray State 

Park, are located to the west of Cabrillo Highway on the coastal bluff.  
A variety of coastal features are present within the parcels as a whole 
but the specific project areas have largely been previously disturbed or 
are immediately adjacent to disturbed areas.  The project areas are 
dominated by low lying vegetation which provides scenic vistas from 
Highway 1, trails, and other scenic viewpoints.  The proposed toilet 
units are replacement units in the same general vicinity as either 
existing vault toilets or chemical toilets.  The other proposed 
improvements to the parking lots, trails, and picnic areas are also 
limited to previously disturbed areas or are immediately adjacent to 
disturbed area.  There are no dunes or wetlands identified in the 
immediate project areas by either the biological assessment or any 
map resource. 

 
   Policies 4.48 (Topography and Vegetation) and 4.52 (Colors and 

Materials) calls for development to employ colors and materials that 
blend with or complement the surrounding natural environment. 

 
   The proposed vault toilet units are consistent with the toilets found 

throughout the State beaches on the Coastside.  The proposed toilet 
exterior utilizes natural colors of brown and green to blend with the 
surrounding environment.  Given the small size of the proposed toilet 
units (each single toilet is 144 sq. ft., and each double toilet is 178.75 
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sq. ft. in size) the disturbance of existing vegetation has been 
determined to be minor.  No trees are proposed for removal as part of 
the project, and no sensitive habitats will be disturbed. 

 
  d. Historical and Archaeological Resources Policies 
 
   Policy 5.20 (Site Survey) determines if sites proposed for new 

development contain archaeological/paleontological resources.  Prior 
to approval of development on sites determined to have the potential 
to contain such resources, require that a mitigation plan, adequate to 
protect the resource and prepared by a qualified professional, be 
reviewed and implemented as a part of the project. 

 
   The California State Parks Department noted that Mark Hyklema, 

Cultural Resource Supervisor, conducted a cultural resources study 
and found no resources within the project areas.  However, in the 
event that inadvertent finds are encountered a condition of approval 
has been added to ensure proper handling to avoid any potential 
impact. 

 
  e. Park and Recreation Resources Policies 
 
   Policy 6.5 (Access to Park and Recreation Facilities) attempts to 

provide appropriate access and conveniences for all people in park 
and recreation facilities. 

 
   DPR’s 2001 Transition Plan for Accessibility in California State Parks 

evaluated the State’s 266 parks for access improvements based on 
field surveys and visitor input.  All of the parks with the exception of 
Cowell Ranch State Beach (no rating) have been identified by the 
State as being either a level 3 or 4 park (on as scale of one to five; 
Level 1 being the most frequented and providing high amenities) for 
visitors served, and currently provides some areas which are ADA 
accessible.  While all of the subject parks have improved parking lots 
and toilets (either vault or chemical) the provision of accessible toilets, 
improvements to parking areas, new picnic areas, and accessible 
pathways will improve accessibility and usability of the parks for all 
visitors. 

 
  f. General Land Use Policies 
 
   Policy 7.18 (Land Use Objectives for Rural Areas) regulates the 

location of land uses in rural areas in order to (1) preserve natural 
resources, (2) provide for the managed productive use and monitoring 
of resources, (3) provide outdoor recreation, and (4) protect public 
health and safety. 
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   The existing uses at each of the parks will continue, and 
improvements are limited to previously disturbed areas or the areas 
immediately adjacent to previously disturbed areas, thereby 
preserving natural resources, providing outdoor recreation, and 
preserving the health and safety of the public. 

 
  g. Natural Hazards Policies 
 
   Geotechnical Hazard Policies 
 
   Policy 15.5 defines geotechnical hazards to include seismic events, 

including but not limited to earthquakes, earthquake-induced 
landslides, liquefaction, subsidence, tidal flooding damage form 
earthquake induced tsunamis and seiches, and non-seismic unstable 
conditions (i.e., cliff retrenchment/erosion). 

 
   The parks at Gazos Creek at Año Nuevo, Pescadero Central, 

Pomponio, and San Gregorio are all mapped as at risk for tsunami 
and seiches.  However, a more detailed review of FEMA’s Flood Maps 
shows that only Pomponio and San Gregorio have areas of work 
proposed for areas that are mapped.  San Gregorio is also located 
within the Alquist Priolo Study Area. 

 
   Policy 15.19 (Appropriate Land Uses and Densities in 

GeotechnicalHazard Areas) and 15.20 (Review Criteria for Locating 
Development in Geotechnical Hazard Areas) seeks to minimize the 
exposure of large numbers of people to significant geotechnical 
hazards and to avoid the siting of structures areas where they are 
jeopardized by geotechnical hazards, where their location could 
potentially increase the geotechnical hazard, or where they could 
increase the geotechnical hazard to neighboring properties. 

 
   As noted previously, all of the project sites are improved.  While these 

areas will see some improvement via the replacement of existing 
toilets and some site work to provide accessibility, there are no 
structures to be utilized for human habitation, and no camping is 
allowed at these parks.  Therefore, exposure to impacts from seismic 
events is limited and would not increase as a result of the project.  In 
addition, the overall proposed development is minor, and any 
replacement costs associated with impacts are not expected to be 
substantial.  Given the limited project scope and that the neighboring 
parcels are largely undeveloped, project completion does not involve 
elements which would increase the geotechnical hazard to 
neighboring properties. 
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   Fire Hazard Policies 
 
   Policy 15.28 (Review Criteria for Locating Development in Fire Hazard 

Areas) calls for the clustering of new development near existing 
developed areas where there are adequate water supplies and good 
access for fire vehicles and to require new development in hazardous 
areas to be reviewed by the County Fire Warden to ensure that 
building materials, access, vegetative clearance from structures, fire 
flows, and water supplies are adequate for fire protection purposes 
and in conformance to the fire policies of the General Plan. 

 
   The only park site located within a mapped area for fire hazards is 

Burleigh H. Murray.  The park is located in a State Responsibility Area 
designated as High risk.  The existing parking lot is located within an 
area enclosed by an existing split rail fenced area with clear 
delineation between the parking lot and vegetated areas.  The project 
does not include any structures for human habitation, electricity, or 
other elements which would require additional fire suppression.  The 
project was also reviewed by County Fire, the responsible fire 
authority for this area, and they had no comments. 

 
   Flooding Hazard Policies 
 
   Policy 15.47 (Review Criteria for Locating Development in Areas of 

Special Flood Hazard) calls for the retention of natural floodplains and 
guide development to areas outside of areas of special flood hazard. 

 
   Pomponio is the only site located within a special flood hazard area.  

The scope of the project is limited to replacing the existing vault toilet 
in the same location, improving ADA parking, and providing ADA 
compliant walkways to the existing picnic area.  All areas proposed for 
development at Pomponio are currently disturbed.  The improved 
parking lot has been in this location for many years.  The proposed 
improvements are relatively minor and relocating them to outside of 
the special flood hazard area would result in other potential impacts to 
sensitive habitats and views.  Further, the project site sits below the 
roadway and parcels to the north and south are undeveloped State 
Parks property thereby ensuring that there are no impacts to adjacent 
properties. 

 
 2. Conformance with the Local Coastal Program (LCP) 
 
  Staff has reviewed the project and found it to be in compliance with the 

policies of the Local Coastal Program.  The relevant policies are discussed 
below:

  a. Locating and Planning New Development Component 
 
   Policy 1.8 (Land Uses and Development Densities in Rural Areas 

Amount of Development allowed for Visitor-Serving, Commercial 
Recreation, and Public Recreation Uses).  Regarding recreational land 
uses, this policy requires one density credit for the first 945 gallons of 
average daily water use during the two months of highest water use in 
a year.  This requirement applies to water use by or resulting from the 
recreational use including landscaping, swimming pools, etc. 

 
   The project sites do not have a potable water source.  No irrigation of 

plantings is proposed; instead natural rainfall will provide the moisture 
for plant growth where re-seeding is proposed.  The properties have 
been utilized for beach and bluff access for some time.  Each site has 
varying levels of development, but most include formalized parking, 
picnic areas, trails, and either existing vault or chemical toilets.  The 
accessibility improvements allow the parks to be utilized by all visitors 
but do not propose a change in use to the current visitor serving, 
public recreation, or overall intensity of the sites. 

 
   Policy 1.25 (Protection of Archaeological/Paleontological Resources) 

requires a determination as to whether sites proposed for new 
developments are located within areas containing potential 
archaeological/paleontological resources and, if so, require submittal 
of a mitigation plan for review and approval. 

 
   See discussion under A.1.d., above. 
 
  b. Agriculture Component 
 
   Policy 5.6(b) (Permitted Uses on Lands Suitable for Agriculture 

Designated as Agriculture) conditionally permits public recreation and 
shoreline access trails on agricultural land designed for agriculture.  
While the property is located in the PAD Zoning District, the Local 
Coastal Program land use designates the properties as Public 
Recreation. 

 
   See discussion under Section 3, below. 
 
   Policy 5.10 (Conversion of Land Suitable for Agriculture Designated as 

Agriculture) prohibits the conversion of non-prime agricultural land 
within a parcel to a conditionally permitted use unless it can be 
demonstrated that: 

 
   (1) All agriculturally unsuitable lands on the parcel have been 

developed or determined to be undevelopable; 
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   (2) Continued or renewed agricultural use of the soils is not feasible 
as defined by Section 30108 of the Coastal Act; 

 
   (3) Clearly defined buffer areas are developed between agricultural 

and non-agricultural uses; 
 
   (4) The productivity of any adjacent agricultural lands is not 

diminished; and 
 
   (5) Public service and facility expansions and permitted uses do not 

impair agricultural viability, including by increased assessment 
costs or degraded air and water quality. 

 
   Compliance with this policy is discussed under Section 3.b.3 and 4, 

below. 
 
   LCP Policy 5.33 (Lease-Back of State Parks and Recreation Lands) 

requires the State, where legally feasible, to lease agricultural lands 
for agricultural purposes provided such activities would not endanger 
existing sensitive habitats. 

 
   The majority of the sites have been part of the State Park system for 

some time and have not been utilized for agricultural purposes in 
recent years.  Given existing development on these sites, the 
presence of sensitive habitats, and potential for cultural resources, 
agricultural operations would likely be infeasible and incompatible at 
these locations.  There are other parcels that make up each of the 
overall park properties which could be utilized for agriculture.  The 
State does, however, lease other State-owned properties within San 
Mateo County for agricultural purposes. 

 
  c. Sensitive Habitats Component 
 
   LCP Policies 7.1 (Definitions of Sensitive Habitats) and 7.3 (Protection 

of Sensitive Habitats) define and outline protections within sensitive 
habitat areas. 

 
   The biological report notes that a review of California Department of 

Fish and Wildlife’s (CDFW) California Natural Diversity Data Base 
(CNDDB) and California Native Plant Society’s (CNPS) Rare Plant 
Inventory for special-status occurrences in the project areas identified 
the potential for 29 special status plants and 23 special status wildlife 
with the potential to occur in and adjacent to the project area.  
Subsequently, reconnaissance surveys of the project areas were 
conducted by the biologist.  While the submitted Biological Impact 
Report notes that there were no observations of special-status plant 
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species, aquatic resources, or sensitive natural communities in the 
Project Areas, there are special status plants and/or sensitive habitat 
in the general vicinity of the project sites.  As noted previously all 
parking lots are existing and have defined perimeters.  The parks that 
propose minor expansions have no identified resources in close 
proximity.  Those sites that have been identified as having resources 
in close proximity do not involve expansion beyond the existing 
boundaries.  However, to ensure that there aren’t any inadvertent 
impacts to these resources, the biological impact report has included 
avoidance and minimization measures which have been included as 
Conditions of Approval numbers 7-16 in Attachment A of this report. 

 
  d. Visual Resources Component 
 
   Policy 8.4 (Cliffs and Bluffs) requires development to be set back 

sufficiently far enough to ensure it is not visually obtrusive when 
viewed from the shoreline. 

 
   With the exception of Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park all of the 

other sites are located immediately adjacent to Cabrillo Highway and 
will largely be visible from the roadway.  The double vault toilets units 
are approximately 179 sq. ft. in size and each single unit vault toilet is 
approximately 144 sq. ft. in size.  The maximum height to roof of the 
units is approximately 12 feet 8 inches and to the top of the vault 
ventilator tube 14 feet 9 inches.  However, given the small footprint of 
the units and that they are largely replacement units the visual impacts 
are minimal.  The proposed locations will continue to have largely 
unobstructed views from scenic viewpoints toward the ocean and vice 
versa. 

 
   Policy 8.31 (Regulation of Scenic Corridors in Rural Areas) calls for 

the application of the General Plan Scenic Road Element; Section 
6325.1 (Primary Scenic Resources Areas Criteria) of the Resource 
Management (RM) Zoning District as specific regulations protecting 
scenic corridors in the Coastal Zone; Rural Design Policies Landforms 
and Vegetative Forms LCP policies; special regulations for the Skyline 
Boulevard and Cabrillo Highway State Scenic Corridors; and requires 
a setback where possible.  All of the project sites are located within 
the Cabrillo Highway (Highway 1) State Scenic Corridor with the 
exception of Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park which is located 
within the Half Moon Bay Road/ Higgins Purisima Road/ Purisima 
Creek Road County Scenic Corridors. 

 
   The proposed vault toilets are all located among existing development 

that is currently visible and will remain visible from the scenic 
corridors.  However, given that the project scope is limited to existing 
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improved areas, the size of the proposed improvements, and mature 
vegetation, the project is not expected to result in substantial impacts 
to the view sheds. 

 
   Policy 8.17 (Alteration of Landforms:  Road and Grading) requires 

development in rural lands to minimize the alteration of landforms as a 
consequence of grading and restore pre-existing topographic 
contours. 

 
   The proposed projects do not involve significant grading quantities and 

cluster proposed improvements within existing developed areas or 
immediately adjacent to them.  With the exception of the 
improvements proposed for San Gregorio State Beach all grading 
proposed is less than 250 c.y. per site.  The San Gregorio State Park 
project grading totals approximately 490 c.y. and is largely associated 
with the improvements of the walkway that runs from the existing 
parking lot, past the existing vault toilet locations, and terminating at 
the existing picnic area.  However, the proposed grading work is 
located on areas previously disturbed or immediately adjacent to these 
areas thereby minimizing additional disturbance and land alterations. 

 
  e. Hazards Component 
 
   Please refer to the General Plan Hazards Policies, Section A.1.h of 

this staff report, for a discussion on mapped hazards. 
 
  f. Shoreline Access Component 
 
   The project sites all have existing shoreline access which is not 

impacted by the accessibility improvements proposed as part of this 
project.  The proposed project will improve accessibility for users by 
providing ADA compliant walkways, picnic areas, public viewpoints, 
and toilet facilities. 

 
  g. Recreation/Visitor-Serving Facilities Component 
 
   Policy 11.20 (Utilities) encourages sites for recreation or visitor serving 

facilities to develop public restrooms, drinking water, and telephones.  
While the project does not include drinking water or telephones it does 
provide public restrooms consistent with this policy. 

 
   Policy 11.25 (Requirement that State Parks Development Conform to 

the Local Coastal Program) requires that the State Department of 
Parks and Recreation submit a long-range plan for any park unit 
proposed for improvements. 
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   Department of Parks and Recreation has provided a copy of their 
general plan for the San Mateo coast area which covers nine State 
Park system units.  The general plan was adopted in 1979 with one 
amendment subsequently adopted in 1984. 

 
   The DPR general plan, along with the submitted project plans, adhere 

to the requirements detailed in this policy as they provide a plan for 
the location of all proposed development, identify and protect sensitive 
habitats, avoid conversion of prime agricultural lands, and allow the 
majority of the parcel to remain undisturbed and open to the possibility 
of agricultural uses.  Further, as discussed in the previously, the 
project was found to be in compliance with the other applicable 
policies of the County’s Local Coastal Program. 

 
 3. Conformance with the Planned Agricultural District (PAD) Zoning 

Regulations 
 
  Staff has reviewed the project’s compliance with the PAD Zoning 

Regulations as a component of the County’s implementation of the Local 
Coastal Program and found it to be compliant.  The relevant policies are 
discussed below: 

 
  a. Permitted Uses 
 
   Section 6353.A- Uses Permitted Subject to the Issuance of a Planned 

Agricultural Permit-On Prime Agricultural Lands.  This policy outlines 
permitted uses on prime agricultural lands. 

 
   Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park, Bean Hollow, Pomponio, 

Pescadero-Central, and San Gregorio State Beaches are all located 
on lands identified as supporting prime soils and are zoned Planned 
Agricultural District.  Public recreation/shoreline access trails are an 
allowable use with the issuance of a PAD permit. 

 
   Section 6353.B - Uses Permitted Subject to the Issuance of a Planned 

Agricultural Permit-On Lands Suitable for Agriculture and Other Lands.  
This policy outlines permitted uses on lands suitable for agriculture 
and other lands. 

 
   Cowell Ranch, Bean Hollow, Gazos Creek at Ano Nuevo, and 

Pescadero- North State Beaches do not support prime soils.  The 
lands within these parks are all zoned PAD and have been identified 
as lands suitable for agriculture and other lands.  However, there is no 
evidence that agriculture has been practiced on the parcels in recent 
history.  Public Recreation/Shoreline Access Trails are listed as a 
permitted use subject to the issuance of a Planned Agriculture Permit.  
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The existing development on each of these sites provides at minimum 
parking and public access to State Beaches.  The proposed 
improvements including replacement of toilets is consistent with this 
use: 

 
  b. Substantive Criteria for Issuance of a Planned Agricultural Permit 
 
   Section 6355 - Substantive Criteria for Issuance of a Planned 

Agricultural Permit.  Each application for conversion of PAD zoned 
land must be found consistent with the following criteria: 

 
   (1) General Criteria 
 
    (a) The encroachment of all development upon land which is 

suitable for agricultural use shall be minimized. 
 
     The project areas were all previously disturbed for 

construction of the existing parking lots, trails, picnic areas, 
and toilets.  All of the subject sites have no history of 
recent agricultural uses being conducted and have a long 
history of supporting coastal/recreational access.  
However, outside of the project areas the parcels remain 
largely undisturbed.  While these areas could be used for 
agricultural use, it would require the significant removal of 
vegetation.  The introduction of an agricultural uses would 
also have the potential to impact sensitive habitat and 
cultural resources elsewhere on the sites. 

 
    (b) All development permitted on a site shall be clustered. 
 
     All of the proposed development will either replace existing 

development in the same location or will be immediately 
adjacent to previously disturbed areas.  All of the proposed 
improvements will be clustered with existing development. 

 
   (2) Water Supply Criteria 
 
    (a) The existing availability of an adequate and potable well 

water source shall be demonstrated for all non-agricultural 
uses and be located on that parcel. 

 
     There are no established potable water sources on the 

project sites.  The proposed vault toilet units do not flush 
and do not provide sinks for hand washing.  No potable 
water is currently provided on the project sites and no new 
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sources will be provided as part of this project. Visitors will 
continue to bring their own drinking water. 

 
   (3) Criteria for the Conversion of Prime Agricultural Lands 
 
    All prime agricultural lands within a parcel shall not be converted 

to uses permitted by a Planned Agricultural Permit unless all of 
the following criteria are met: 

 
    (a) No alternative site exists on the parcel for the use. 
 
     As noted previously the project sites are previously 

disturbed/developed localities.  Limiting improvements to 
those areas previously disturbed or immediately adjacent 
allows the overall project sites to remain undisturbed an in 
their natural states.  Relocating the project improvements 
to alternate sites would either impact currently undisturbed 
prime soils or has the potential to result in more significant 
site impacts (i.e., sensitive habitats, erosion, etc.). 

 
    (b) Clearly defined buffer areas are provided between 

agricultural and non-agricultural uses. 
 
     The proposed project areas are improved with clear 

boundaries.  There are no agricultural activities present on 
the project sites.  Where agricultural activity exists on 
neighboring properties there are existing buffers between 
the sites. 

 
    (c) The productivity of an adjacent agricultural land will not be 

diminished. 
 
     Project improvements are limited to the boundaries of 

each of the individual parcels with established buffers 
between park property and agricultural uses.  The projects 
do not include elements which would impact existing 
agricultural uses. 

 
    (d) Public service and facility expansions and permitted uses 

will not impair agricultural viability, including by increased 
assessment costs or degraded air and water quality. 

 
     All of the park sites are existing.  Improvements to the 

sites are limited to the project boundaries and do not 
involve any off-site utility extensions.  The proposed 
projects will not impair agricultural viability and will not 
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result in increased assessment cost or degraded air or 
water quality. 

 
   (4) Criteria for the Conversion of Lands Suitable for Agriculture and 

Other Lands 
 
    All lands suitable for agriculture and other lands within a parcel 

shall not be converted to uses permitted by a Planned 
Agricultural Permit unless all of the following criteria are met: 

 
    (a) All agriculturally unsuitable lands on the parcel have been 

developed or determined to be undevelopable. 
 
     As stated above, the project sites were previously 

developed to provide public access to the noted State 
beaches.  The project areas are limited to the existing 
parking lots and areas immediately adjacent.  While there 
is no active agriculture on the project sites, the majority of 
the parcels have been left undisturbed.  It is unlikely that 
the project sites would be utilized for agricultural uses due 
to the lack of a viable water supply, the topography, and 
the presence of sensitive habitats. 

 
    (b) Clearly defined buffer areas are developed between 

agricultural and nonagricultural uses. 
 
     As stated previously, there is no active agriculture 

occurring on the project sites.  Where there is agricultural 
activity on adjacent parcels there is clear definition 
between the uses. 

 
    (c) The productivity of any adjacent agricultural lands is not 

diminished, including the ability of the land to sustain dry 
farming or animal grazing. 

 
     As stated previously, there is no active agriculture 

occurring on the project sites.  However, agricultural 
activities are present in the overall project areas.  Given 
that the improvements are limited to the project sites, there 
is no expectation that a loss in productivity on adjacent 
lands will occur. 

 
    (d) Public service and facility expansions and permitted uses 

do not impair agricultural viability, either through increased 
assessment costs or degraded air and water quality. 
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     The proposed project improvements do not involve any 
significant change in use of the properties.  While amenity 
improvements will improve accessibility of the parks, they 
are consistent with the low-level intensity of development 
present on the sites. 

 
B. ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW  
 

The California Department of Parks and Recreation, as lead agency, has 
determined this project is categorically exempt from the California Environmental 
Quality Act (“CEQA”) under CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301 (Class 1), 15302 
(Class 2), 15303 (Class 3) and 15304 (Class 4) and has prepared a Notice of 
Exemption. The exemption provides the following rationale:   

 
Project consists of the operation, repair, maintenance or minor alteration of 
existing public or private structures or facilities involving negligible or no 
expansion of use beyond current levels; replacement or reconstruction of existing 
structures and facilities where the new structure will be located on the same site 
as the structure replaced and will have substantially the same purpose and 
capacity as the structure replaced; construction and location of limited numbers of 
new, small facilities or structures included as "Construction of installation of park 
facilities, such as restrooms" in the Department of Parks and Recreation's list of 
exempt activities in accordance with CCR§15300.4; and minor public or private 
alterations in the condition of land and/or vegetation which do not involve the 
removal of mature, scenic trees. 

 
The County, acting as a responsible agency, has reviewed and considered the 
State’s Notice of Exemption and concurs with this determination.

RECOMMENDED FINDINGS 
 
Regarding the Environmental Review, Find: 
 
1. That the Planning Commission, acting as a responsible agency, has reviewed and 

considered the Notice of Exemption, prepared by the State Department of Parks 
and Recreation, and has determined this project is categorically exempt from the 
California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) under CEQA Guidelines Sections 
15301 (Class 1, modifications to existing facilities), 15302 (Class 2, replacement 
or reconstruction of existing structures and facilities) 15303 (Class 3, new 
construction of small structures) and 15304 (Class 4, minor alterations to land). 

 
Regarding the Coastal Development Permit, Find: 
 
2. That the project, as described in the application and accompanying materials 

required by Section 6328.7 of the San Mateo County Zoning Regulations and as 
conditioned in accordance with Section 6328.14 of the San Mateo County Zoning 
Regulations, conforms to the plans, policies, requirements and standards of the 
San Mateo County Local Coastal Program as described in Section A.2 of this staff 
report. 

 
3. That the project is located between the nearest public road and the sea and 

conforms to the Public Access and Public Recreation Policies of Chapter 3 of the 
Coastal Act of 1976 (commencing with Section 30200 of the Public Resources 
Code) in that the project will improve public access availability while protecting the 
existing recreational use of the oceanfront land. 

 
4. That the project conforms to the specific findings required by policies of the San 

Mateo County Local Coastal Program relating to Agriculture, Sensitive Habitats, 
Visual Resources, Hazard, Shoreline Access, and Recreation/Visitor- Serving 
Facilities Components.  The project minimizes ground disturbance, provides 
increased accessibility to park visitors, and does not impact sensitive habitats.

RECOMMENDED CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL 
 
Current Planning Section 
 
1. This approval applies only to the proposal as described in this report and 

materials submitted for review and approval by the Planning Commission on May 
22, 2024.  The Director of Planning and Building may approve minor revisions or 
modifications to the project if they are found to be consistent with the intent of and 
in substantial conformance with this approval. 

 
2. This permit shall be valid for one (1) year from the date of approval in which time 

the project shall be completed.  Any extension of the permits shall require 
submittal of an application for permit extension and payment of applicable 
extension fees sixty (60) days prior to the expiration date. 

 
3. Prior to any construction or grading activities, the applicant shall implement an 

erosion and sediment control plan, as prepared and signed by the engineer of 
record.  Revisions to the erosion control plan shall be prepared and signed by the 
engineer of record and implemented accordingly. 

 
4. Upon the start of excavation activities and through to the completion of the project, 

the applicant shall be responsible for ensuring dust control measures are 
implemented as needed.  The intent shall be to mitigate excessive dust generation 
resulting from any and all excavation and earth-moving operations. 

 
5. In the event archaeological or cultural resources are encountered, an 

archaeological or historical monitor shall have the authority to temporarily halt any 
ground disturbing construction to identify and evaluate any archaeological, 
historical or cultural materials inadvertently exposed during construction.  The 
exposure of significant resources may require the development and 
implementation of a treatment program, including scientific removal, analysis and 
reporting, subject to the review and approval of the Director of Planning and 
Building.  The exposure of any Native American burials shall be handled in 
accordance with State law. 

 
Avoidance and Minimization Measures 
 
6. General Air Quality and Dust Prevention: Wind Erosion Control BMPs will be 

implemented to reduce and eliminate the potential for the project 
 
7. Unstable Soil and Erosion Prevention:  All stockpiled soil must be managed 

utilizing appropriate BMPs to ensure that sediment does not flow into waterways 
or drains, and that invasive species do not grow and spread via the stockpiled 
material.  Stockpiles must be covered and surrounded by a perimeter control if 
they are inactive for 14 days or more. When the NOAA rain forecast reports 
greater than 50% chance of rain within 48 hours of Project Activities, stockpiles

will be covered.  Stockpiles will be placed at least 50 feet from waters of the state 
(i.e., wetlands and non-wetland waters, including ditches) and must be checked 
and maintained regularly. 

 
8. Prevention of Incidental Sedimentation and Discharge:  Implementation conditions 

in DPR’s Storm Water Soil Loss Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not 
result in contamination of surface waters or temporarily increase in sediment 
transportation rates due to the release of sediments, vehicle or equipment fluids, 
and construction materials.  All equipment will be maintained in accordance with 
the manufacturer’s specifications to prevent leaks of hazardous materials (i.e., 
fuels, solvents, oil, hydraulic fluids). 

 
9. Water Quality Objective Compliance:  The project will comply with all applicable 

Water Quality Objectives as specified in the San Francisco Bay and Central Coast 
Regional Water Quality Control Board’s Basin Plans.  All heavy equipment 
parking, refueling, and servicing will be conducted within designated, graded or 
paved areas.  These actions will prevent the project from affecting drainage 
patterns, sediment transportation, and water quality. 

 
10. Fencing Around Waters of the State:  Prior to construction, waters of the state 

(i.e., wetlands and non-wetland waters, including ditches) within 30 feet of the 
Project Area (e.g., at Pomponio, San Gregorio, Bean Hollow, Ano Nuevo Gazos) 
will be fenced off by DPR staff. 

 
11. Sudden Oak Death (SOD):  All on site construction personnel will use the 

following Best Management Practices (BMPs) to limit transmission of SOD outside 
of the work area. 

 
 a. Unauthorized movement of plant material is prohibited. 
 
 b. Utilize paved and graveled roads to the fullest extent possible. 
 
 c. Before entering the Project Area, all equipment will be clean. 
 
 d. Before leaving the Project Area, remove or wash-off accumulations of plant 

debris, soil, and mud from shoes, boots, vehicles, and heavy equipment, 
etc.  Clean with denatured alcohol or similar materials. 

 
12. Non-native Plant Species:  All construction equipment used on this project shall 

be clean and free of soil and plant material before arrival at the project site and 
before leaving the park in order to prevent invasive plant seed dispersal. 

 
13. Preconstruction Special-Status Plant Surveys:  Within a year of construction, a 

DPR Environmental Scientist will conduct special-status plant survey(s) of the 
Project Area and proximity coinciding with the identifiable period of the special 
status plants reported on an updated CNDDB and CNPS inventory search.  All 
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special-status plant occurrences within and adjacent to the Project Areas will be 
recorded on project maps and fenced off for exclusion. 

 
14. Special-Status Plant Impact Avoidance and Minimization:  Where possible, special 

status plant occurrences will be avoided and protected from construction activities.  
Locations where special status plants cannot be avoided will be subject to the 
following conditions as approved by DPR’s District Environmental Scientist: 

 
 Perennial Species 
 
 a. Prior to construction, plants will be carefully excavated and transplanted to 

nearby suitable habitat.  All transplant work will be conducted under the 
direction of District Resource Staff, a DPR Environmental Scientist, or a 
DPR-approved biologist. 

 
 b. Transplanting should occur during the dormant growing season (i.e., late 

fall) when the plants are least disturbed and can receive winter precipitation. 
 
 Annual Species 
 
 c. Seeds from annual special status plant species will be collected during the 

appropriate season and properly stored prior to ground disturbing activities. 
Seeds will be sown during the appropriate season in suitable locations 
identified by the District Resource Staff, a DPR Environmental Scientist or a 
DPR approved biologist. 

 
 Nesting Raptors and Migratory Birds Preconstruction Surveys and Project 

Avoidance: 
 
 d. To the extent possible, Project Activities should occur during the non-

breeding season, September 1 – February 28. If initiation of activities which 
could potentially cause take of nesting migratory birds or raptors (as 
determined by a DPR–approved biologist) are necessary during the 
breeding season of March 1 to August 31, then surveys by a DPR–approved 
biologist will be required.  Surveys will be conducted within 7 days prior to 
the start of construction under the following conditions. 

 
 Raptors 
 
 e. Surveys for active raptor nests will be conducted within a 500-foot radius of 

the Project Areas. If nesting raptors are found, no construction will occur 
within a 500- foot radius of the nest tree between March 1 and August 31, or 
until the young have fledged and the young would no longer be impacted by 
project activities (as determined by a DPR-approved biologist). 
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 Migratory birds 
 
 f. Surveys for active migratory bird nests will be conducted within a 150-foot 

radius of the Project Areas.  If active nests are located, no construction will 
occur within a 150- foot radius of the nest tree between March 1 and August 
31, or until the young have fledged and the young will no longer be impacted 
by project activities (as determined by a DPR-approved biologist). Daily 
Wildlife Preconstruction Surveys:  Each day prior to the start of construction, 
a DPR-biologist or equivalent will conduct a preconstruction clearance 
survey of the Project Area and its vicinity to prevent impacts to potential who 
wildlife took refuge in the Project Area.  If common wildlife animals are 
observed in the project area, the DPR biologist or equivalent will transport 
the creature outside of the Project Area.  If a special status wildlife species 
is observed in the Project Area, the animal will be allowed to leave the site 
on its own volition and Project Activities will not commence until the animal 
has left the site.  The DPR-biologist or equivalent will call the local contact 
for CDFW or USFWS depending on the species’ respective listing status. 

 
15. Installation of Escape Ramps in Open Trenches:  To prevent wildlife entrapment 

during construction, all excavated trenches and holes should have a soil ramp 
installed to allow wildlife the opportunity to exit.  If a soil ramp installation is not 
feasible, the excavation shall be covered with plywood or similar material while 
unattended.  Prior to Project Activities each day, the excavations shall be 
inspected by the DPR-biologist or equivalent.

Overview 

California Department of Parks and Recreation is proposing the San Mateo Restroom 
Replacement Project at 8 coastal parks in San Mateo County: Burleigh H. Murray 
Ranch, Cowel Ranch State Beach, San Gregorio State Beach, Pomponio State Beach, 
Pescadero State Beach North, Pescadero State Beach Central, Bean Hollow State 
Beach, and Ano Nuevo Gazos State Beach (i.e., Project Areas). The projects consist of 
upgrading the restrooms and improving accessibility for State Beach visitors as 
described in Attachment 1: Project Description. Work is largely contained to preexisting 
facilities with some minor expansion into adjacent areas at Pescadero State Beach 
Central and Bean Hollow State Beach, as depicted in Attachment 2: Engineering Plans. 
The North Coast of California boasts high quality habitat in undeveloped areas for 
special-status species and there are known occurrences in proximity to the Project 
Areas. However, the Project Area’s do not contain high-quality suitable habitat because 
they are predominately paved, routinely maintained, and frequently visited (i.e., 
disturbed). Furthermore, implementation of the Project’s Avoidance and Minimization 
Measures (Attachment 3) will prevent direct and indirect impacts to special-status 
species and sensitive natural communities. Topographic maps and vegetation maps of 
the Project Areas are depicted in Attachment 4. Attachment 5 contains representative 
photographs of the Projects Areas.  

Project Description Summary  

Please see Attachment 1 for a detailed description of proposed Project Activities and 
Attachment 2 for the engineering plans. Listed below is a summary for the Proposed 
Project Activities:  

• Remove existing wood framed vault and chemical toilets with required sitework 
detailed below at nine locations.  See attached plan sheets for location details.   

• Prior to removal, the vaults shall be pumped empty of all sewage and disposed 
off-site. Vaults will be removed to the extent possible with minimal excavation; 
maximum excavation for removal 6’ by 6’ by 3’ depth.   

• There shall be a total of 5 “removal” excavation locations including (San 
Gregorio, Pompino, Pescadero {North, Central, & South) State Beaches 

• Excavations from existing vault removals will be used to install new vaults.  
• There are total of 4 locations (Burley Murray Ranch, Cowell Ranch, Bean Hollow, 

and Ano Nuevo Beach) where existing chemical toilets will be removed and 
disposed off-site. 

• All existing concrete, asphalt, and spoils will be hauled and disposed off-site.  
• All locations will install either single or double precast concrete vaults. Elevations 

and footprint dimensions shown on included precast single & double vault 
sheets. 
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Methods 

Prior to visiting the Project Areas, DPR Senior Environmental Scientists Devin Jokerst 
and Jeff Tkach assessed California Department of Fish and Wildlife’s (CDFW) California 
Natural Diversity Data Base (CNDDB) and California Native Plant Society’s (CNPS) 
Rare Plant Inventory for special-status species occurrences in the U.S. Geological 
Survey 7.5-Minute Quadrangles that contain the Project Areas: Half Moon Bay, San 
Gregorio, Pigeon Point, and Franklin Point (CDFW 2023a and CNPS 2023). The 
inventory searches reported 32 special-status plants species occurrences in the 
aforementioned quadrangles, of which 29 have potential to occur within or adjacent to 
the Project Areas (Table 1). The CNDDB inventory reported 25 special-status wildlife 
species have potential to occur within or adjacent to the Project Areas (Table 2). On 
June 2, 2023, Mr. Jokerst conducted a reconnaissance survey of the Project Areas for 
special-status plants and their habitat, aquatic resources, and other sensitive natural 
communities. On July 2, 2023, Mr. Tkach conducted a reconnaissance survey of the 
Project Areas for special-status wildlife species and their habitat.

Results 

The results of each Project Area survey are described in greater detail below. Mr. 
Jokerst did not observe special-status plant species, aquatic resources, or sensitive 
natural communities in the Project Areas. Initially, a restroom replacement project was 
proposed at the Pescadero State Beach south parking lot, but Mr. Jokerst observed 
CRPR 1B.2 perennial goldfields (Lasthenia californica ssp. macrantha) plants growing 
along the base of the restroom’s concrete slab and this location was dropped from the 
Project to avoid impacts. Mr. Jokerst observed CRPR 1B.2 Choris’ popcorn flower and 
coastal marsh milk-vetch in proximity to but outside of the Pomponio State Beach 
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Project Area and these populations will not be directly or indirectly impacted through 
implementation of the Project’s Avoidance and Minimization Measures. The 
reconnaissance survey coincided with the blooming period with all but one of the special 
status species (Stebbinsoseris decipiens) reported in the CNDDB and CNPS 
quadrangle search. However, the Project’s Avoidance and Minimization Measures 
include: a preconstruction botanical survey timed to coincide with the blooming period of 
special-status plants reported on an updated inventory search, redesigning the project 
to avoid impacting special-status plants to the extent feasible, and transplanting or 
collecting seeds of the special-status plants to plant outside of the Project Area. As a 
result, the Project would not result in extirpation of special-status plants populations. 
Regardless, it is incredibly unlikely for special-status plants to be observed in the 
Project Areas given the absence of their detection during the 2023 reconnaissance 
survey and the low-quality habitat of the very small unpaved portions of the Project 
Areas. 
 
Mr. Tkach did not observe any special-status wildlife species or their habitat in the 
Project Areas. Mr. Tkach noted the following species during the survey: song sparrow 
(Melospiza melodia), white-crowned sparrow ( Zonotrichia leucophrys), brown-headed 
cowbird (Molothrus ater), spotted towhee (Pipilo maculatus), red-winged blackbird 
( Agelaius phoeniceus), Brewer’s blackbird ( Euphagus cyanocephalus), red-shouldered 
hawk (Buteo lineatus), red-tailed hawk (Buteo jamaicensis), American crow (Corvus 
brachyrhynchos), common raven (Corvus corax), American white pelican (Pelecanus 
erythrorhynchos), brown pelican (Pelecanus occidentalis), western gull (Larus 
occidentalis), pelagic cormorant (Phalacrocorax pelagicus), black oystercatcher 
(Haematopus bachmani), Caspian tern (Hydroprogne caspia), and California quail 
(Callipepla californica).  

Cowell Ranch State Beach  

The parking lot containing the proposed Project at Cowell Ranch State Beach occurs 
approximately 560 feet south of Dehoff Canyon Road’s intersection with Highway 1. The 
proposed Project will occur within a dirt parking lot and its adjacent ruderal vegetation 
(e.g., bull thistle and yellow star thistle). This parking lot is surrounded by planted 
Monterey cypress (Hesperocyparis macrocarpa) and Monterey pine (Pinus radiata) 
trees, fallow agricultural fields, and Highway 1. Totaling 0.011 acre, the Project proposes 
to replace the chemical toilet with a single vault toilet and install concrete accessible 
parking. The Project Area’s elevation averages approximately 138 feet above mean sea 
level (asml) and the Project Area contains soil map unit WmC2: Watsonville loam, 
sloping, eroded (UC Davis 2023). There are no CNDDB occurrences or aquatic 
resources in proximity to the proposed Project. As a result, this Project will not result in 
impacts to sensitive natural resources.

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Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park 

Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park occurs approximately 1.6 miles east of Highway 1. 
The proposed restroom replacement project at Burleigh H. Murray Ranch State Park 
(Project) is in a parking lot at the intersection of Higgins Canyon Road and Murray 
Ranch Road. The Project Area will occur entirely within the dirt parking lot and totals 
0.032 acre. The Project will replace the toilet, construct ADA parking, and install 
geotextile fabric around the restroom. The Project Area’s elevation averages 
approximately 222 feet amsl and the Project Area contains soil map unit BcB: Botella 
clay loam, 2 to 9 percent slopes, MLRA 14.  

Mills Creek flows approximately 415 feet north of the Project Area and converges with 
Arroyo Leon. Arroyo Leon is approximately 300 feet west of the Project Area on the 
other side of Higgins Canyon Road. Coyote brush scrub (Baccharis pilularis) is 
prevalent north of the parking lot with Monterey pine and blue gum eucalyptus 
(Eucalyptus globulus) dominant to the east and south.  An arroyo willow thicket (Salix 
lasiolepis) occurs north of the coyote brush, which at its closest is approximately 30 feet 
north of the Project Area. The arroyo willow thicket is likely a wetland and regulated as a 
sensitive natural community wetland (CDFW 2023b). The thicket is buffered from the 
Project by at least 30 feet of coyote brush scrub and through implementation of the 
Avoidance and Minimization Measures (Attachment 3), the arroyo willow thicket will not 
be directly or indirectly impacted by the Project. Implementation of the Project’s Storm 
Water Loss Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not contaminate surface 
waters through release of vehicle fluids, construction materials, or sedimentation. 
Furthermore, the Project will remain in compliance with the Central Coast Regional 
Water Quality Control Board’s Basin Plan Water Quality Objectives (Central Coast 
Regional Water Quality Control Board 2019). There are no CDDB occurrences within 
0.35 mile of Project Area (CDFW 2023a). Therefore, the Project will not directly or 
indirectly impact special-status species or sensitive natural communities.  

San Gregorio State Beach  

San Gregorio State Beach occurs just south of the intersection of Highway 1 and 
Highway 84. San Gregorio Creek outlets into the Pacific Ocean at the State Beach. San 
Gregorio Creek contains a lagoon upstream of Highway 1. The project proposed at the 
San Gregorio State Beach parking lot (Project Area) totals 0.390 acre. The Project Area 
consists of an asphalt parking lot, a managed field (i.e., routinely mowed) containing 
park benches, the restroom, and a small portion of a dirt path that leadsto the beach. 
The elevation of the Project Area ranges from approximately 33 to 38 feet above mean 
sea level (amsl) (Attachment 4). The Project Area contains soil map unit Botella loam, 2 
to 9 percent slopes, MLRA 14 (UC Davis 2023).  

Elaborated in greater detail in Attachments 1 and 2, the Project proposes to replace the 
single vault toilet and with 2 double vault toilets, repave with concrete for accessible 
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parking, install picnic tables with shade structures on the managed field, and pave 
approximately 100 feet of the dirt pathway with concrete.  

The following vegetation communities are in and around the Project Area: managed 
grassland, non-native annual grassland, coastal scrub, riparian scrub, San Gregorio 
Creek, sandy beach, and Highway 1 (Attachment 4). San Gregorio Creek is 
approximately 120 feet south of the Project Area’s proposed concrete pathway. The 
mowed and managed field is dominated by widespread native California goldfields 
(Lasthenia californica ssp. californica) and non-native grasses and forbs, intermixed 
with some needle goldfields (L. gracilis). South of the Project Area, the non-native 
annual grassland paralleling the dirt path extending to San Gregorio Creek is dominated 
by wild oats (Avena barbata), foxtail (Hordeum murinum ssp. leporinum), and black 
mustard (Brassica nigra).  

Sensitive Biological Resources  
San Gregorio Creek  
San Gregorio Creek flows west towards the Pacific Ocean approximately 130 feet south 
of the proposed concrete pathway. Implementation of the Project’s Storm Water Loss 
Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not contaminate surface waters through 
release of vehicle fluids, construction materials, or sedimentation (Attachment 3). 
Furthermore, the Project will remain in compliance with the Central Coast Regional 
Water Quality Control Board’s Basin Plan Water Quality Objectives (Central Coast 
Regional Water Quality Control Board 2019). As a result, the Project will not impact San 
Gregorio Creek.  

California Red-Legged Frog 
A CNDDB occurrence (No. 1863) for the federally threatened California red-legged frog 
(Rana draytonii) overlaps with the Project Area; specifically, the observations are 
associated with a large pond approximately 0.21 mile north of the Project Area (CDFW 
2023a). San Gregorio Creek could also offer habitat for the California red-legged frog. 
However, the Project Area is primarily concrete, does not contain suitable aquatic 
breeding habitat, and the upland habitat is of low quality due to its routine disturbance 
regime (i.e., mowing and visitation) and predominance of invasive species. 
Furthermore, the undisturbed habitat surrounding the Project Area is far more suitable 
for the California red-legged frog. Lastly, the California red-legged frog would not 
venture into the Project Area during the audible commotion of Project Activities. The 
Project’s Avoidance Minimization Measures would prevent incidental discharge to San 
Gregorio Creek and a biologist would conduct a daily preconstruction survey to clear the 
site prior to the day’s commencement of construction. Due to the nature of the Project 
Area and implementation of the Avoidance and Minimization Measures, the Project 
would not result in impacts to the California red-legged frog.  
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Central California Coast Steelhead 
There is a CNDDB occurrence (No.11) for the federally threatened Central California 
Coast Steelhead Distinct Population Segment (DPS) (Oncorhynchus mykiss irideus) 
within San Gregario Creek; the creek is one of the principal steelhead areas in San 
Mateo County (CDFW 2023a). The Project will not impact the Central California Coast 
Steelhead because no work is proposed in the creek and the avoidance and 
minimization measures will ensure there are no incidental discharges (i.e., indirect 
impacts) into the creek.  

Tidewater Goby  
There is a CNDDB occurrence (No. 23) for the federally endangered tide water goby 
(Eucyclogobius newberryi) within San Gregorio Creek at its mouth and lower stream 
reach (CDFW 2023a). The Project will not impact the tidewater goby because no work is 
proposed in the creek and the Avoidance and Minimization Measures will ensure there 
are no incidental discharges (i.e., indirect impacts into the creek.  

Coastal Marsh Milk-Vetch  
There is an occurrence for the CRPR 1B.2 coastal marsh milk-vetch (Astragalus 
pycnostachyus var. pycnostachyus; CNDDB Occurrence No. 5) along the steep banks 
of the San Gregorio Creek (CDFW 2023a). There is no suitable mesic habitat for coastal 
marsh-milk in the Project Area and the variety was not observed during the 2023 
reconnaissance survey; therefore, the Project will not directly impact coastal marsh 
milk-vetch. The Project will not indirectly impact coastal salt marsh milk-vetch through 
implementation of the Avoidance and Minimization Measures that will prevent incidental 
discharges and compliance with the Regional Water Quality Control Board’s Water 
Quality Objectives.  

Choris’ Popcorn Flower 
There is an occurrence for the CRPR 1B.2 Choris’ popcorn flower (Plagiobothrys 
chorisianus var. chorisianus; CNDDB occurrence No. 33) on a bluff south of San 
Gregorio Creek; as result, the Project is separated from the occurrence by the creek 
(CDFW 2023a). The Project Area does not contain suitable mesic habitat and the 
variety was not observed during the 2023 reconnaissance survey. The Project will not 
directly or indirectly impact the Choris’ popcorn flower occurrence.  

Pomponio State Beach  

Project and Property Description  
Pompino State Beach occurs west of Highway 1 at Pomponio Creek’s outlet into the 
Pacific Ocean. Work proposed at the Pomponio State Beach parking lot (Project) totals 
0.161 acre. The Project Area consists of a restroom, paved parking lot, and two swaths 
of managed grassland east and west of the parking lot. The Project Area is surrounded 
by coastal scrub, riparian habitat along Pomponio Creek, a potential wetland, sandy 
beach, and Highway 1.  
The Project Area is relatively flat averaging approximately 18 feet amsl. The soil map 
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units mapped in the Project Area consist of Botella loam, 2 to 9 percent slopes, MLRA 
14 and Terrace escarpments (UC Davis 2023). 
 
The Project will not impact undisturbed habitat. Described in greater detail in 
Attachments 1 and 2, the Project proposes to replace the double vault toilet, install 
accessible concrete picnic tables in the managed grasslands east and west of the 
parking lot, and install concrete accessible parking in the parking lot at the restroom and 
picnic table areas.  

Sensitive Biological Resources 
Pomponio State Beach  
Pomponio Creek’s outlet is separated from the Project by approximately 40 feet of 
managed grassland and 106 feet of riparian scrub. Implementation of the Project’s 
Storm Water Loss Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not contaminate surface 
waters through release of vehicle fluids, construction materials, or sedimentation. 
Furthermore, the Project will remain in compliance with the Central Coast Regional 
Water Quality Control Board’s Basin Plan Water Quality Objectives. As a result, the 
Project will not impact San Gregorio Creek. 

Choris’ Popcorn Flower  
The eastern managed grassland, where picnic structures are proposed, occurs adjacent 
to a known occurrence of Choris’ popcornflower (CNDDB Occurrence No. 34) that was 
observed during the 2023 reconnaissance survey (CDFW 2023a). The Choris’ 
popcornflower population occurs east-adjacent of a fence that separates the managed 
grassland (containing the proposed picnic location) from an undisturbed mesic wetland 
area within coastal scrub. The Project Area does not contain suitable habitat for Choris’ 
popcorn flower and the Project will not directly impact the variety. Indirect impacts will 
be prevented through implementation of the following Avoidance And Minimization 
Measures which address unstable soil and erosion, general air quality and dust, 
sediment transportation rates and surface water quality, compliance with all applicable 
Water Quality Objectives in the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board’s 
Basin Plan, fencing of aquatic resources within 30 feet of work, invasive species BMPs, 
and preconstruction surveys.  
 
Coastal Marsh Milk-Vetch  
Approximately 50 feet south of work proposed in the western managed grassland is a 
small population of CRPR 1B.2 coastal-marsh milk vetch (Astragalus pycnostachyus 
var. pycnostachyus) along a riparian margin of Pomponio Creek; however, coastal-
marsh milk-vetch was not observed in the Project Area. The project will not directly 
impact the special-status population because no work is proposed in that location. As 
described above for Choris’ popcorn flower, the project’s Avoidance and Minimization 
Measures will prevent indirect impacts to the variety.  
 
California Red-Legged Frog  
A single California red-legged frog CNDDB occurrence (No. 1686) occurs approximately 
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0.22 mile south of the Project Area (CDFW 2023a). The occurrence is from a dead-on-
road observation from 2014. The Project Area does not contain aquatic breeding 
habitat. It is highly unlikely that California red-legged frog would utilize the routinely 
disturbed and mowed grasslands as upland dispersal habitat given the undisturbed 
surrounding habitats. Furthermore, implementation of the Avoidance And Minimization 
Measures would ensure the Project Area is surveyed prior to construction and that the 
project does not directly or indirectly impact the surrounding habitat.  

Pescadero State Beach North  

Project and Property Description  
Pescadero State Beach occurs west of Highway 1 with the Pescadero Marsh east of the 
highway. The project proposed at the north parking lot for Pescadero State Beach 
(Project) totals 0.048 acre. The Project Area consists of a restroom in a paved parking 
lot at the base of dune scrub. The Project Area is surrounded by dune scrub, coastal 
scrub, and non-native annual grassland. The dune scrub west adjacent to the restroom 
is dominated by coastal sagewort (Artemisia pycnocephala), coyote brush (Baccharis 
pilularis), poison oak (Toxicodendron diversilobum), and seaside daisy (Erigeron 
glaucus). The Project Area’s elevation averages approximately 24 feet amsl. Gravel Pits 
are the soil map unit mapped in the Project Area (UC Davis 2023). The Project 
proposes to replace a single vault toilet with a double vault toilet and repave a portion of 
the parking lot with concrete for accessible parking. 
 
Sensitive Biological Resources 
Bank Swallow 
A CNDDB occurrence (No. 107) for the state-threatened bank swallow (Riparia riparia) 
overlaps with the Project; however, the occurrence is from 1896 and was mapped to 
include cliffs along the coast (CDFW 2023a). The Project does not contain suitable cliff 
nesting habitat. The Project’s Avoidance and Minimization Measure’s preconstruction 
survey and best management practices will ensure the Project does not result in direct 
or indirect impacts to the bank swallow or its habitat.  

California red-legged frog 
A CNDDB occurrence (No. 118) for California red-legged frog occurs in two polygons: 
one encompasses the North Pond of Pescadero Marsh and part of the Project Area’s 
parking lot and the other polygon is approximately 150 feet north of the Project Area 
centered around a mesic depression (CDFW 2023a). The Project Area consists only of 
paved asphalt and does not contain suitable breeding or upland habitat. Through 
implementation of the aforementioned Avoidance and Minimization measures, the 
Project will not directly or indirectly impact the California red-legged frog or its habitat.  
 
San Francisco Garter snake 
A CNDDB occurrence (No. 8) for the federally and state threatened San Francisco 
garter snake (Thamnophis sirtalis tetrataenia) occurs approximately 500 feet south of 
the Project Area in Pescadero Marsh and Pescadero Creek (CDFW 2023a). The San 
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Francisco garter snake population was last observed in 1985 and is assumed to be 
extant. The Project Area (asphalt) does not contain suitable aquatic habitat. Therefore, 
there is no potential for the snake to occur in the Project Area and the Project will not 
directly or indirectly impact the San Francisco Garter snake or its habitat.  
 
Choris’ popcorn flower 
A CNDDB occurrence (No. 41) for Choris’ popcorn flower occurs approximately 245 feet 
south of the Project Area in a mesic depression (CDFW 2023a). As the Project Area 
does not contain any exposed soil, there is no potential for the Choris popcorn flower to 
occur in the Project Area, as corroborated by the 2023 survey. Therefore, the Project 
will not impact the Choris’ popcorn flower and the Avoidance and Minimization 
Measures will prevent indirect impacts its habitat.  

Pescadero State Beach Central  

Project and Property Description  
Work proposed in the Pescadero State Beach central parking lot (Project Area) is 
approximately 0.64 mile south of the Pescadero State Beach north parking lot 
discussed above. Butano Creek crosses below Highway 1 and outlets to the Pacific 
Ocean north of the Project Area. Totaling 0.028 acre, the Project Area consists of a 
western fragment of the parking lot and a restroom west adjacent to the parking lot 
surrounded by disturbed coastal scrub; the disturbed coastal scrub is dominated by 
seaside woolly sunflower (Eriophyllum staechadifolium), poison oak (Toxicodendron 
diversilobum), and invasives species, poison hemlock (Conium maculatum) and black 
mustard (Brassica nigra). The invasive species coverage decreases with distance from 
the restroom and transitions to coastal scrub (i.e., not disturbed). The Project Area’s 
elevation averages approximately 52 feet amsl. The Project Area contains soil map unit 
Baywood sandy loam, gently slopping, eroded (UC Davis 2023). The Project proposes 
to replace the single vault toilet with a double vault toilet, install ADA accessible parking 
in the disturbed coastal scrub, and construct a concrete walkway in the asphalt parking 
lot, as elaborated and depicted in Attachments 1 and 2. The Project would expand the 
existing developed footprint by approximately 476 square feet (0.010 acre).  

Sensitive Biological Resources 
Butano Creek  
Butano Creek is separated from the Project by approximately 200 feet of asphalt and 55 
feet of coastal and riparian scrub. Implementation of the Project’s Storm Water Loss 
Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not contaminate surface waters through 
release of vehicle fluids, construction materials, or sedimentation. Furthermore, the 
Project will remain in compliance with the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control 
Board’s Basin Plan Water Quality Objectives. As a result, the Project will not impact San 
Gregorio Creek. 
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Western Snowy Plover  
A CNDDB occurrence (No. 67) for the federally threatened western snowy plover 
(Charadrius nivosus nivosus) overlaps with the Project Area, but is described as 
occurring along Pescadero State Beach west of Highway 1 and south of the Pescadero 
Creek mouth; the occurrence was last observed in 1978 and is assumed to be extant 
(CDFW 2023a). The Project Area does not contain suitable nesting habitat for the 
western snowy plover. The western snowy plover is not anticipated to move closer to 
the audible commotion of Project Activities. Through the Project’s Avoidance and 
Minimization Measures, including nesting bird surveys and buffer implementation for 
observed nests, the Project will not directly or indirectly impact the western snowy 
plover.  

California Red-Legged Frog 
Two California red-legged frogs were observed dead on Highway 1 in 2014 (Occurrence 
No. 1689) and the occurrence overlaps with the Project Area (CDFW 2023a). The 
Project Area does not contain aquatic breeding habitat and the disturbed coastal scrub 
is of low-quality upland habitat. Furthermore, the marsh and coastal scrub associated 
with Butano Creek is higher quality habitat with much lower disturbance. As a result, 
there is a very low chance of the California red-legged frog occurring in the Project 
Area. Regardless, the Project’s Avoidance and Minimization measures, including a 
preconstruction survey and implementation of the Storm Water Loss Prevention Plan 
would ensure the California red-legged frog is not directly or indirectly impacted by the 
project.  
 
Salt Marsh Milk-Vetch  
There is an occurrence for salt marsh milk-vetch (Occurrence No. 3) approximately 880 
feet east of the Project Area along the levee margins of Pescadero Marsh (CDFW 
2023a). The Project Area does not contain suitable mesic habitat and there is no 
potential for the variety to occur in the Project Area. As a result, the Project would not 
directly or indirectly the impact salt marsh milk-vetch population.  
 
Choris’ Popcorn Flower 
There is a Choris’ popcorn flower CNDDB occurrence (No. 6) that broadly includes the 
Project Area, but is described as occurring at edge of the coastal bluff scrub in a bare 
zone with matted vegetation along the footpath (CDFW 2023a). The Project Area does 
not contain suitable mesic habitat and there is no potential for the variety to occur in the 
Project Area, as corroborated by the 2023 survey. As a result, the Project would not 
impact the Choris’ popcorn flower and indirect impacts are prevented by the Avoidance 
and Minimization Measures.  
 
Santa Cruz Microseris 
The disturbed coastal scrub contains low quality habitat for the CRPR 1B.2 Santa Cruz 
microseris, which is the one special-status plant species from the inventory search 
whose blooming period the reconnaissance survey did not coincide with. The closest 
Santa Cruz microseris occurrence (No. 17) is approximately 10 miles southeast of the 
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Project Area; the occurrence is from 1985 and lacks an exact location (CDFW 2023a). 
Therefore, it is incredibly likely this species has remained undetected adjacent to a 
public restroom in a state beach’s parking lot given the distance from the 1985 
observation and the numerous special-status species observations on and adjacent to 
State Parks property. Regardless, the Avoidance and Minimization Measures 
(Attachment 3) ensures an appropriately timed special-status plant survey will be 
conducted of the Project Area and if perennial special-status species are observed, they 
will be transplanted to suitable habitat outside of the Project Area under the direction of 
District Resource Staff, a DPR Environmental Scientist, or a DPR-approved biologist. 
As a result, the population will not be impacted.   

Bean Hollow State Beach  

Project and Property Description  
The Bean Hollow Parking Lot occurs west of Highway 1 and just north of Bean Hollow 
Road’s intersection with Highway 1. At the State Beach, Arroyo De Los Frijoles outlets 
to the Pacific Ocean south adjacent to the parking lot. The project proposed at the Bean 
Hollow State Beach parking lot (Project) totals 0.092 acre. The Project Area consists of 
a portion of the parking lot, the restroom and its walkway, coastal scrub adjacent to the 
walkway, and a picnic table location. The Project Area is surrounded by coastal scrub, 
ice plant mats (Carpobrotus sp.), and Highway 1. Coastal scrub dominated by coyote 
brush (Baccharis pilularis) and poison oak (Toxicodendron diversilobum) wraps around 
the eastside of the restroom. The Project Area’s elevation averages approximately 25 
feet amsl and contains soil map unit Watsonville sandy loam, moderately steep, eroded 
(UC Davis 2023).  

The Project proposes to replace the 4 chemical toilets with one double-vault toilet, 
replace the restroom walkway with an ADA accessible ramp, install ADA accessible 
parking in the parking lot, and install an accessible picnic table with an associated 
sidewalk at the current picnic table location. Construction of the restroom’s accessible 
walkway would temporarily disturb approximately 90 square feet of coastal scrub, which 
would be hydroseeded with native plants post-construction.  

Sensitive Biological Resources 
Arroyo De Los Frijoles 
Arroyo De Los Frijoles is separated from the Project Area by approximately 45 feet of 
ice plant mats and sandstone cliff. Implementation of the Project’s Storm Water Loss 
Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not contaminate surface waters through 
release of vehicle fluids, construction materials, or sedimentation. Furthermore, the 
Project will remain in compliance with the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control 
Board’s Basin Plan Water Quality Objectives. As a result, the Project will not impact 
Arroyo De Los Frijoles. 

California Red-Legged Frog  
There is an occurrence for the California red-legged frog (No. 562) approximately 240 
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southeast of the Project Area (CDFW 2023a). The occurrence consists of a 1991 
observation in Bean Hollow Marsh and dead on-the-road observations from 2014 and 
2019. The Project Area does not contain suitable breeding habitat for the California red-
legged frog. The coastal scrub east of the rest room offers low quality upland habitat. 
Regardless, implementation of the Avoidance and Minimization Measures would ensure 
the Project Area is surveyed prior to construction and that the Project does not directly 
or indirectly impact the California red-legged frog.  

Tidewater Goby  
There is a CNDDB occurrence for the tidewater goby (Occurrence No. 25) spanning 
from the mouth of Arroyo De Los Frijoles to 0.5 mile upstream; the last reported survey 
observed the species in 1996 and the occurrence is presumed extant (CDFW 2023a). 
The Project will not impact the tidewater goby because no work is proposed in the creek 
and Avoidance and Minimization Measures will ensure there are no incidental 
discharges into the creek.  

California Monarch Over Wintering Population  
An CNDDB occurrence for the California monarch over wintering population (Danaus 
plexippus plexippus pop. 1) (Occurrence No. 51) overlaps with the Project Area, but the 
1984 occurrence specifies the observation is 200 feet north of Bean Hollow State Beach 
(CDFW 2023a). The Project Area does not contain trees for the butterfly’s wintering 
congregation or milkweed for larval nourishment. As a result, the California monarch 
over wintering population does not have suitable habitat in the Project Area and the 
Project will not directly or indirectly impact the species.    

Salt Marsh Milk-Vetch  
A mile-wide possibly-extirpated CNDDB occurrence (No. 2) for the salt marsh-milk vetch 
overlaps with the Project Area (CDFW 2023a). However, the record is from a 1938 
observation that lacks an exact location. Perhaps the variety was observed along 
Arroyo De Los Frijoles, but the Project Area does not contain suitable mesic habitat and 
there is no potential for the species to be impacted by the Project as the variety was not 
observed in the Project Area during the 2023 survey. Furthermore, the same Avoidance 
and Minimization measures protecting the Arroyo De Los Frijoles would also protect 
habitat for the salt marsh milk-vetch. 

Blasdale’s Bent Grass  
A known occurrence of CRPR 1B.2 Blasdale's bent grass (Agrostis blasdalei; CNDDB 
Occurrence Number 63) was observed approximately 430 feet north of the Project Area; 
several individuals were observed along the trail, and it is assumed more occur further 
along the coastal bluff (CDFW 2023a). Incredibly low-quality habitat for Blasdale’s bent 
grass occurs at the BBQ and picnic area, but the frequent use and disturbance reduces 
the potential for the species to occur in the Project Area. The Project’s Avoidance and 
Minimization Measures, including a preconstruction botanical survey and transplanting 
of perennial special-status plants in the Project, would ensure the Project avoid impacts 
and prevents extirpation of the species.  
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Santa Cruz Microseris 
The coastal scrub contains low quality habitat for the CRPR 1B.2 Santa Cruz 
microseris, which is the one special-status plant species from the inventory search 
whose blooming period the reconnaissance survey did not coincide with. The closest 
Santa Cruz microseris occurrence (No. 17) is approximately 7.5 miles southeast of the 
Project Area; the occurrence is from 1985 and lacks an exact location (CDFW 2023a). 
Therefore, it is incredibly likely this species has remained undetected adjacent to a 
public restroom in a state beach’s parking lot given the numerous special-status species 
observations on and adjacent to State Parks property and the distance from the 1985 
occurrence. Regardless, the Avoidance and Minimization Measures (Attachment 3) 
ensures an appropriately timed special-status plant survey will be conducted of the 
Project Area and if perennial special-status species are observed, they will be 
transplanted to suitable habitat outside of the Project Area under the direction of District 
Resource Staff, a DPR Environmental Scientist, or a DPR-approved biologist.    

Ano Nuevo Gazos State Beach  

Project and Property Description  
The Ano Nuevo Gazos State Beach parking lot occurs west of the intersection between 
Gazos Creek Road and Highway 1. Gazos Creek outlets to the Pacific Ocean south of 
the State Beach parking lot. The project proposed at Anu Nuevo Gazos State Beach 
Parking lot (Project) totals 0.044 acre. The Project Area consists a chemical toilet on the 
asphalt parking lot and a portion of the parking lot surrounding the restroom. The 
Project Area is surrounded by non-native annual grassland, with a fallow agricultural 
field to the north and coastal scrub to the west and south. Within the fallow field is a 
small mesic mosaic of rush (Juncus sp.) and upland woody species, California 
blackberry (Rubus ursinus) and coyote brush (Baccharis pilularis). The Project Area’s 
average elevation is approximately 44 amsl and contains soil map unit Colma sandy 
loam, steep, eroded (CmE2) (Google Earth 2023 and UC Davis 2023). The Project 
proposes to replace the chemical toilet with a double vault toilet and construct 
accessible parking in the parking lot.  

Sensitive Biological Resources 
Gazos Creek  
Gazos Creek is buffered from the Project Area by approximately 50 feet of asphalt and 
200 feet of coastal scrub and riparian habitat. Implementation of the Project’s Storm 
Water Loss Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does contaminate surface waters 
through release of vehicle fluids, construction materials, or sedimentation. Furthermore, 
the Project will remain in compliance with the Central Coast Regional Water Quality 
Control Board’s Basin Plan Water Quality Objectives. As a result, the Project will not 
impact Gazos Creek.  

San Francisco Garter Snake  
An occurrence for the San Francisco garter snake (CNDDB occurrence No. 1) overlaps 
with the Project Area in a larger polygon encompassing the Whitehouse Creek System, 
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where two snakes were observed in 1975 (CDFW 2023a). The Project Area does not 
contain suitable aquatic habitat and the Project will not directly impact the San 
Francisco Garter snake. As described above for Gazos Creek, the Avoidance and 
Minimization Measures will ensure indirect impacts to aquatic resources are avoided.  

Central California Coast Steelhead 
There is a CNDDB occurrence (No. 8) for the Central California Coast Steelhead DPS 
in Gazos Creek; it was last surveyed in 1985 (CDFW 2023a). The Project will not impact 
the Central California Coast Steelhead because no work is proposed in the creek and 
Avoidance and Minimization Measures will ensure there are no incidental discharges 
into the creek. 

California Red-Legged Frog  
There is a CNDDB occurrence (No. 1693) for the California red-legged frog that 
overlaps with the Project Area at Highway 1’s crossing of Gazos Creek; the occurrence 
details dead on-the-road observations in 2014 and 2016 (CDFW 2023a). Gazo Creek 
Lagoon is potential breeding habitat for the frog and the surrounding riparian vegetation 
and grasslands offer upland habitat. The Project Area does not contain suitable 
breeding habitat or upland habitat for the California red-legged frog. Implementation of 
the Avoidance and Minimization would ensure the Project Area and its vicinity is 
surveyed prior to construction and that the Project does not directly or indirectly impact 
the surrounding habitat. 

Western Bumblebee 
There is a CNDDB occurrence for the western bumblebee that overlaps the Project 
Area (CDFW 2023a). However, the occurrence is from a 1972 observation that lacks an 
exact location, which was described as occurring 23 miles south of Half Moon Bay. The 
Project will not impact the western bumblebee because the Project Area is paved and 
the bumblebees would fly away from the Project construction noise.   

Townsend’s Big Ear Bat 
There is a CNDDB occurrence (No. 426) for the Species of Special Concern 
Townsend’s big ear bat (Corynorhinus townsendii) that overlaps with the Project Area 
(CDFW 2023a). The occurrence lacks a known location, but is 0.1 mile south of Gazos 
Creek State Beach on the east side of Highway 1 at an abandoned house; the site was 
considered a maternity roost with observations dating back to 1987. The Project Area 
could contain low quality roosting habitat on old structures around the Project Area. The 
Avoidance and Minimization Measure’s preconstruction survey will ensure the Project 
will not commence until special-status species have left the site on their own volition. 
Therefore, the Project will not impact the Townsend’s big ear bat.  

Choris’ Popcorn Flower  
There is a CNDDB occurrence (No. 2) for the Choris’ popcorn flower that overlaps with 
the Project Area; the occurrence was mapped without an exact location at a dune area 
south of the mouth of Gazos Creek (CDFW 2023a). The Project Area does not contain 
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suitable mesic habitat and there is no potential for the variety to occur in the Project 
Area, as corroborated by the 2023 survey. While the swath of rush north of the restroom 
could support habitat, the species was not observed during the 2023 reconnaissance 
when it was observed in bloom at Pomponio State Beach. The Project includes a 
preconstruction botanical survey and an associated avoidance and minimization 
measures. As a result, the Project would not impact the Choris’ popcorn flower.

o All locations will install either single or double precast concrete vaults. Elevations 

and footprint dimensions shown on included precast single & double vault 
sheets.

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Attachment 3: Avoidance and Minimization Measures 
 

General Air Quality & Dust Prevention: Wind Erosion Control BMPs will be 
implemented to reduce and eliminate the potential for Project Activities to produce dust.  
 
Unstable Soil and Erosion Prevention:  All stockpiled soil must be managed utilizing 
appropriate BMPs to ensure that sediment does not flow into waterways or drains, and 
that invasive species do not grow and spread via the stockpiled material. Stockpiles 
must be covered and surrounded by a perimeter control if they are inactive for 14 days 
or more. When the NOAA rain forecast reports greater than 50% chance of rain within 
48 hours of Project Activities, stockpiles will be covered. Stockpiles will be placed at 
least 50 feet from waters of the state (i.e., wetlands and non-wetland waters, including 
ditches) and must be checked and maintained regularly.  
 
Prevention of Incidental Sedimentation and Discharge: Implementation conditions in 
DPR’s Storm Water Soil Loss Prevention Plan will ensure the Project does not result in 
contamination of surface waters or temporarily increase in sediment transportation rates 
due to the release of sediments, vehicle or equipment fluids, and construction materials. 
All equipment will be maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications to 
prevent leaks of hazardous materials (i.e., fuels, solvents, oil, hydraulic fluids).   
 
Water Quality Objective Compliance: The project will comply with all applicable Water 
Quality Objectives as specified in the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control 
Board’s Central Coast Basin Plan. All heavy equipment parking, refueling, and servicing 
will be conducted within designated, graded or paved areas. These actions will prevent 
the project from affecting drainage patterns, sediment transportation, and water quality.  
 
Fencing Around Waters of the State:  Prior to construction, waters of the state (i.e. 
wetlands and non-wetland waters, including ditches) within 30 feet of the Project Area 
(e.g. at Pomponio, San Gregorio, Bean Hollow, Ano Nuevo Gazos) will be fenced off by 
DPR staff.  
 
Sudden Oak Death: All on site construction personnel will use the following Best 
Management Practices (BMPs) to limit transmission of SOD outside of the work area. 
 
• Unauthorized movement of plant material is prohibited. 
• Utilize paved and graveled roads to the fullest extent possible. 
• Before entering the Project Area, all equipment will be clean.  
• Before leaving the Project Area, remove or wash-off accumulations of plant debris, 
soil, and mud from shoes, boots, vehicles, and heavy equipment, etc. Clean with 
denatured alcohol or similar materials. 

Non-native Plant Species: All construction equipment used on this project shall be 
clean and free of soil and plant material before arrival at the project site and before 
leaving the park in order to prevent invasive plant seed dispersal.

Preconstruction Special-Status Plant Surveys: Within a year of construction, a DPR 
Environmental Scientist will conduct special-status plant survey(s) of the Project Area 
and proximity coinciding with the identifiable period of the special status plants reported 
on an updated CNDDB and CNPS inventory search. All special-status plant 
occurrences within and adjacent to the Project Areas will be recorded on project maps 
and fenced off for exclusion.  
 
Special-Status Plant Impact Avoidance and Minimization: Where possible, special-
status plant occurrences will be avoided and protected from construction activities. 
Locations where special status plants can't be avoided will be subject to the following 
conditions as approved by the District Environmental Scientist: 
 

Perennial Species 

● Prior to construction, plants will be carefully excavated and transplanted to 
nearby suitable habitat. All transplant work will be conducted under the direction 
of District Resource Staff, a DPR Environmental Scientist, or a DPR-approved 
biologist. 

● Transplanting should occur during the dormant growing season (i.e. late fall) 
when the plants are least disturbed and can receive winter precipitation. 

Annual Species 

●Seeds from annual special status plant species will be collected during the 
appropriate season and properly stored prior to ground disturbing activities. 
Seeds will be sown during the appropriate season in suitable locations identified 
by the District Resource Staff, a DPR Environmental Scientist or a DPR-
approved biologist. 

Nesting Raptors and Migratory Birds Preconstruction Surveys and Project 
Avoidance:  
To the extent possible, Project Activities should occur during the non-breeding 
season, September 1 – February 28.  If initiation of activities which could potentially 
cause take of nesting migratory birds or raptors (as determined by a DPR–approved 
biologist) are necessary during the breeding season of March 1 to August 31, then 
surveys by a DPR–approved biologist will be required.  Surveys will be conducted 
within 7 days prior to the start of construction under the following conditions.  
  
Raptors  
Surveys for active raptor nests will be conducted within a 500-foot radius of the 
Project Areas.  If nesting raptors are found, no construction will occur within a 500-
foot radius of the nest tree between March 1 and August 31, or until the young have 
fledged and the young would no longer be impacted by project activities (as 
determined by a DPR-approved biologist).  
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Migratory birds  
Surveys for active migratory bird nests will be conducted within a 150-foot radius of 
the Project Areas.  If active nests are located, no construction will occur within a 150-
foot radius of the nest tree between March 1 and August 31, or until the young have 
fledged and the young will no longer be impacted by project activities (as determined 
by a DPR-approved biologist).   

Daily Wildlife Preconstruction Surveys: Each day prior to the start of construction, a 
DPR-biologist or equivalent will conduct a preconstruction clearance survey of the 
Project Area and its vicinity to prevent impacts to potential who wildlife took refuge in 
the Project Area. If common wildlife animals are observed in the project area, the DPR 
biologist or equivalent will transport the creature outside of the Project Area. If a special-
status wildlife species is observed in the Project Area, the animal will be allowed to 
leave the site on its own volition and Project Activities will not commence until the 
animal has left the site. The DPR-biologist or equivalent will call the local contact for 
CDFW or USFWS depending on the species’ respective listing status.   
 
Installation of Escape Ramps in Open Trenches: To prevent wildlife entrapment 
during construction, all excavated trenches and holes should have a soil ramp installed 
to allow wildlife the opportunity to exit. If a soil ramp installation is not feasible, the 
excavation shall be covered with plywood or similar material while unattended. Prior to 
Project Activities each day, the excavations shall be inspected by the DPR-biologist or 
equivalent.
